DeVries used the exposed granite
here in every way possible—as jagged
hazards alongside the fairways and as
aiming points behind greens. Views of
Lake Superior greet you on the first tee,
and everything that follows—from the
approach on the 579%-yard first to
the lorested, downhill, saddle-shaped
18th fairway—lives up to the lake’s name.
Potential disasters loom throughout the
round. DeVries accomplished a minor
miracle in routing such a variety of -
